To the Concert (Hodges Park):  Take 294 or 94 to Touhy Avenue.  (Or take 90 to 
Harlem, then drive north to Touhy).  Drive to the six-corner intersection in downtown 
Park Ridge where Touhy crosses Northwest Highway and Prospect Avenue.  Turn 
southeast on Northwest Highway then make the first or second right (onto Euclid or 
Ridge).  Drive one short block to the dead end (Summit) and park on the tracks along 
Summit, or in the nearby city lot on Euclid. Walk across the tracks at Prospect, and join 
us at the park in front of City Hall, 505 Butler Place, Park Ridge, IL.
